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How to Discard Household Garbage: Basic Rules

1 Obey the rules for separating garbage, properly separate the garbage by categories.

2 Use garbage bags designated by the city or grocery bags (transparent or semi-transparent, marked 10L- 15L in volume ).

X Paper items should be tied lengthwise and widthwise. Misc paper items should be put into a paper bag and tied up.
X Paper items and clothes are hard to recycle if they get wet. If the collection day is rainy, wait until the next collection day.

3 Check the collection day beforehand, and take the garbage out to the designated area on the collection day before 8 AM.

% The amount of garbage you can dispose of is limited to 5 bags per collection day.
% The designated collection area might be different for general waste and recyclings.

% Items will be collected separately on Can-Glass Bottle*Clothes days and PET Bottle - Paper days, so please don't

put out anything after 8 AM even if there are uncollected items left at the designated area.
